If you do not want to be bothered by 

unwanted callers at your door the city has a ñDo Not Call Registry.ò  All you 

need to do is pick up a form at either City Hall, the Police Department, or online 

at www.brooklynohio.gov fill it out and return it.  Your information will be 

added to a registry of other residents who do not want solicitors/peddlers coming 

to their door.   

A copy of this ñDo Not Call Registryò with Only Addresses will be given to all 

solicitors/peddlers who have registered with the Police Department and have 

been granted a permit to solicit in the city. 

With this registry, they will know ahead of time not to knock at your door.  You 

will also be given a decal to display on your front door advising them that you 

are on the registry and wish not to be bothered.  If you have a problem with an 

unwanted solicitor contact the Police Department at 216-749-1234.
