The Brooklyn Safe Routes to School
(SRTS) coalition has been meeting
since August 2009. The team, com-
prised of representatives from the
City, School and County Board of
Health, spent a year and a half ana-
lyzing the current walking and biking
climate for students at Brookridge
and Brooklyn Middle Schools. Based
on parent and community input, along
with recommendations from a traffic

engineer, the SRTS coalition created a
long-term action plan to address con-
cerns. The team applied for, and re-
ceived, $71,000 from the Ohio Depart-
ment of Transportation to implement
portions of the SRTS plan during the
2011-2012 school year which will in-
clude: Expanding the Brooklyn Police
Department Bike Patrol. Purchase
updated equipment for both crossing
guards and student safety patrol at

CDBG Grant Awarded; Mosquito Prevention Tips

The City of Brooklyn was
awarded non-matching funds in
the amount of $93,312 to up-
grade the Senior-Community
Center restrooms. The project
will be to remove existing condi-
tions and barriers which restrict
the mobility and accessibility of
the disabled and senior citizens
from using the facilities. This
will be a huge benefit to the visi-
tors of our center. The City
would like to acknowledge the
beneficial partnership that exists
with the Cuyahoga Department
of Development in receiving this
grant. Construction is set to be-
gin on 2012.

The Cuyahoga County
Board of Health has been
responding to a high volume

of mosquito
complaints and
would like to
remind you of
the following in
preventing
mosquitoes: Utilizing insect
repellent containing DEET,
picaridin or lemon eucalyptus
oil. Disposing of containers
that collect water and elimi-
nating standing water. Emp-
tying and refilling bird baths
at least once a week. Clean-

pools or hot tubs if not in use.
Unclogging all gutters so they
drain properly. Filling tree
holes with tar, cement, or ex-
panding foam insulation.
Tightly screening/sealing all
openings of your home. Wear-
ing long-sleeved shirts and
long pants when possible.
Keeping children indoors dur-
ing times of peak mosquito
activity, 1 hour before and af-
ter sunset. Please contact the
Board of Health at 216-201-
2000 to report areas of persis-
tent standing water or heavy
populations of biting mos-
