Community Reinvestment Area Tax Abatement Program

The Tax Abatement Program is administered through the Cuyahoga County Property Appraisal
Department and applies to one and two-family dwelling units. The abatement is for certain new
construction and improvement projects that cost at least $2,500 and cause an increase in the assessed
value of the property. The City of Brooklyn automatically notifies the County of all qualifying projects
once work is complete and permits have been closed. Homeowners could qualify for a property tax
abatement that defers a property tax increase for five (5) years on qualifying home improvements.
